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INGREDIENTS: 
Angel Hair Spaghetti 
Tomato & Basil Sauce 
Chopped basil 
Parmesan Cheese 

Meatballs (25):  
1lb Ground Sirloin  
1/4cup  Minced Onion 
2tbsps Bread Crumbs 
1/2tsp garlic salt 

 
1/2tsp Pepper 
1 Large Egg White 
2tbsps Pasta Sauce 
OR frozen meatballs 

INSTRUCTIONS: 
MEATBALLS: 
1. Combine ingredients together and incorporate (2nd and 
3rd columns) 
2. Form about 25  1” meatballs (or any size) 
3. Heat large nonstick skillet over medium heat until hot 
4. Place meatballs into skillet and cook for 6 minutes, 
browning all sides  
5. Stir in remaining pasta sauce  
6.Cover, reduce heat, and simmer for 10 minutes or until 
meatballs are done, stirring occasionally  

SPAGHETTI: 
1. Follow instructions on noodle packet 
2. Set a pot of water with a dash of salt on a stove-top and 
place on high heat 
3. Bring to a boil, add noodles, and reduce to medium heat 
4. Cook for recommended time and strain noodles 
 
Combine noodles with sauce and meatballs. Add parmesan 
cheese and fresh basil to preference.  Eat a plate by your-
self to avoid an awkward smooch  and  to adhere to 
COVID19 precautions. 

INGREDIENTS: 
Cream Soda (2L or 5 cans) 
1cup Heavy Whipping Cream 

1/2cup Butterscotch syrup 
1/4cup Powdered Sugar 
1/2tsp Caramel Extract/Syrup 
1/2tsp Butter Extract 

INSTRUCTIONS: 
1.  In large mixing bowl, whip heavy cream until it 
forms stiff peaks.  
2.  Add butterscotch topping and powdered sugar.  
3. Mix the caramel and butter extracts with the cream 
soda and then pour the mixture into clear cups or 
mugs.  
4. Top with butterscotch cream topping and enjoy!

1-2 drops Blue Food Dye
